We train scuba divers to be citizen scientists familiar with
local marine life and how to survey coral reefs, providing
them with the skills to conduct scientific surveys and leading
them in monitoring coral reefs along the coasts of the
Hawaiian Islands.

Reef Check volunteer citizen scientists are divers,
fishermen, kayakers, surfers, boaters, and a wide range of
people who take a proactive role in making sure that our
nearshore ecosystems are healthy and well managed.
